highlights

In Fiscal Year 2008 (July 1, 2007 — June 20, 2008),
Childrens Hospital Los Angeles has continued to fulfill
its mission of treating the sickest, most seriously injured
children, teaching pediatric health care professionals and

conducting research that will change the standard of care.

In this tough economic climate, hospital leaders are par-
ticularly concerned about the underserved children who
make up about 71 percent of its patients. “We are encour-
aging our elected officials to protect and increase support
for ‘safety-net’ hospitals like ours, and to improve access
to affordable health care,” says Richard D. Cordova,
FACHE, president and chief executive officer of Childrens
Hospital. Among the year’s highlights were:

The New Hospital Building

In March 2008, the hospital held a “Topping Off” cere-
mony for the 460,000 square-foot New Hospital Building,
which is scheduled to open in 2010. In FY 20072008, the
hospital raised $49 million for its construction; to date
about $170 million has been raised toward the $250 mil-
lion goal for the state-of-the-art building.

Nationwide Recognition

In June 2008, U.S. News & World Report ranked
Childrens Hospital Los Angeles ninth among the nation’s
top 143 children’s hospitals and first among children’s
hospitals in California. Six specialties — Cancer,
Digestive Disorders, Heart and Heart Surgery, Neonatal
Care, Neurology and Neurosurgery and Respiratory
Disorders — also ranked among the best nationwide.

The American Nurses Credentialing Center (ANCC)
granted “Magnet Recognition” to Childrens Hospital in
February 2008, the highest recognition a hospital can
receive for nursing excellence — held by only five percent
of hospitals nationwide and three percent of hospitals in
California.

Comprehensive Services

The hospital opened a number of essential new services
in the past fiscal year, including an Ambulatory Surgery
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Center, a Pulmonary Sleep Laboratory, a Vascular
Anomalies Center and the Boone Fetter Clinic for inter-
disciplinary diagnosis and treatment of autism spec-
trum disorders. The clinic is part of the new CHLA-USC
Institute for the Developing Mind (IDM), which will
merge research and clinical care for a wide range of cog-
nitive disorders.

The hospital advanced its minimally invasive surgical
capabilities with the da Vinci® Surgical System, funded
by a grant from the Joseph B. Gould Foundation. It is
the only robot surgical system dedicated to children at a
Southern California hospital.

Community Planning

The U.S. Department of Health and Human Services
awarded a $5 million grant to Childrens Hospital, as part
of its $25 million in health care partnership emergency
care grants to five hospitals across the nation. The grant
will be used to improve strategies regarding children and
pediatric-related issues in disaster situations.

Research

In April 2008, new administrative offices for the
Childrens Clinical Investigation Center (CLIC) opened
in renovated space formerly occupied by the Childrens
Hospital Thrift Store. CLIC advances clinical research
within the hospital, along with providing support for the
General Clinical Research Center and the Biostatistics
Core at The Saban Research Institute of Childrens
Hospital Los Angeles.

Education

The Department of Pediatrics received the “Culture

of Mentoring Award,” part of the 2008 USC-Mellon
Mentoring Awards, in recognition of its excellence in
teaching. In the past year, the hospital provided training
for some 575 medical students, 83 full-time residents &
chief residents and 86 clinical fellows.
